Penalties for Non-Compliance

m The school board Is subject to
sanctions which withhold State funds
for school construction.

m The local government would be
prohibited from adopting
comprehensive plan amendments that
Increase residential density.
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School Concurrency Update

m As part of SB360, all non-exempt local
governments school concurrency
by 2008 (Town of Orchid is exempt)

m The Department of Community Affairs
(DCA) selected Indian River County as one
of six Pilot Project communities to fast track
draft school concurrency documents

m The Pilot Project required work completion
by June 1, 2006, with several items required
for submission in the interim to DCA

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Residential Review Process

m Residential application submitted to local government for
review

m Local government deems application sufficient
m Application transmitted to School District for review
m School District:
 Calculates the number of new students generated
o Applies the number of new students to SSAB
» Determines capacity availability in SSAB
— Adjacent SSA review (if necessary)
» Allows negotiation for proportionate share mitigation

e Issues School Concurrency Determination Letter to local
government

m Local government completes the development review process
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Service Area Boundaries

m Boundaries are defined:
— Less than District-wide
— Based on school attendance boundaries

m Schools must maximize utilization
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Adjacent / Contiguous
Service Area Review

m Required when school concurrency
IS applied less than district-wide

— Used when there Is no capacity
avallable in the Initial service area

— Reviewed for available capacity

— Development impacts shifted where
capacity is available
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The Avalilability Standard

m A local government may not deny a residential
application on the basis of school concurrency if
adequate school facilities will be in place or under
actual construction within three years of the
anticipated project approval date.

School concurrency may be satisfied If the
developer executes a legally binding commitment
providing mitigation proportionate to the demand
created by its development

163.3180.13(¢) F.S.
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Proportionate Share
Mitigation
m Mitigation options may include:
— Donation of land/buildings
— Renovation of existing school facilities

— Construction of permanent student stations

— Construction of schools in advance of the time set
forth in School District’s 5 year plan

— Financial contribution/mitigation bank

m Must be directed toward a capacity project identified
In the School District Five-Year Capital Plan and
satisfy the demands created by the development
